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Organisation of Days of Action for IFJ Unions
Each year the IFJ organises an increasing number of short and targeted campaigns to highlight specific crisis and actions. We have organised in the past year days of action over the crisis in Nepal, Pakistan, in Iraq and we have organised focused international protest, such as on the April 8th End Impunity Campaign. A major regional-wide day of action is currently being organised in Europe for November 5th – “Stand Up for Journalism.”

These interventions are important because they give us an opportunity to focus on particular needs and give profile that would be otherwise missing, but to be effective they should be prepared in such a way as to give unions adequate notice of the event, to prepare useful and accessible materials that the unions can use, and with clear and simplified guidelines on what actions unions should take. 

This may only be to send a letter, or to organise a national meeting with relevant officials, or even just to issue a press statement, but to have the maximum effect it should be part of a co-ordinated action in which the international dimension of the activity is properly developed.

As part of the communications review the secretariat is carrying out a discussion with regional offices on the organisation of such events in order to prepare guidelines that will assist member unions and IFJ officers to ensure that days of action, when called, are as effective as they can be.

The Executive Committee may wish to consider this matter and make suggestions as to how this work can be taken forward.
